Important Information about Lateral Flow Tests (LFD) from Kevin Gordon.

LFD tests are for people who are symptom free. They can identify people who have
COVID but have no symptoms, and who could be passing it on to others without
knowing.

Who are COVID LFD home test kits for?

o All Adults

¢ Children and young people who are in secondary school and college (tests provided by
the schools). Don’t use the LFD test for your primary or pre-school aged children.
Primary school aged children or younger children are NOT currently part of the
Government’s LFD testing programme.

If you have symptoms of COVID

If you, your child or anyone in the household has symptoms that could be COVID, no
matter how mild, you need to get a PCR test.

Please be aware that we have children in school with serious food allergies.

To ensure the safety of all of our children please avoid sending your child to
